	DETAILED PROPOSALS

	Requests for minor amendments to waiting restrictions received from residents and elected members across the borough have been collated into a “minor waiting restriction programme” for the year 2024/25. Requests have been reviewed between officers and ward councillors during Autumn 2024 and those which were considered appropriate were taken forward to the informal consultation stage with residents. A total of 15 schemes were proposed across 6 different wards. 
The informal consultation stage involved sending letters to residents which set out the justification of the restrictions along with a plan showing the proposals. The informal consultation took place between 29th November and 20th December 2024. 
All comments received from residents, following the informal consultations were subsequently summarised and shared with ward councillors, along with officer recommendations and comments.  Of the 15 schemes, it was agreed with Ward Councillors that 3 would not progress to statutory consultation and be removed from the programme, following objections and concerns expressed from residents.  (Refer to table 1)
Ward councillors have agreed to proceed to statutory consultation on 12 of the proposals – which will be promoted, without change, as per the proposals shared during the informal consultation. 
Table 1 sets out the 15 proposals which were informally consulted on and recommendations following receipt of comments.

1. Balmoral Road (Callowland Ward)
To convert the existing no waiting at any time between Sandown Road and Bradshaw Road to single yellow line (Monday – Friday 8am – 6.30pm)
Proceed to statutory consultation
2. Middle Ope-Middle Way junction 
(Leggatts Ward)
To extend the existing no waiting at any time restriction on either side Middle Way from its junction with Middle Ope 
Proceed to statutory consultation

3. Beechwood Rise-Middle Way junction 

(Leggatts Ward)
To reduce the length of the existing no waiting at any time restrictions 
Remove from the programme and not proceed due to the levels of objections raised from local residents and concerns expressed from the County Councillor. 
4. Gade Avenue (Park Ward)
To convert the existing No Waiting Mon-Sat 8am-630pm restrictions around the bend in the carriageway to no waiting at any time restrictions 
Proceed to statutory consultation

5. North Watford Cemetery (A41) (Stanborough Ward)

To introduce a loading ban over the existing no waiting at any time restrictions around the turning circle outside the North Watford Cemetery entrance 
Proceed to statutory consultation

6. Orbital Crescent Shopping Parade (Stanborough Ward)

To formalise the inset parking bay outside the shopping parade by introducing parking restrictions.
Remove from the programme and not proceed as the scheme will result in a loss of on street parking for what are now mostly residential properties. The shop has created its own off street parking area
7. Sheepcot Lane (Stanborough Ward)

Introduce No waiting At Any Time restrictions 

Proceed to statutory consultation 
8. North Approach (across road from the shopping parade) (Stanborough Ward)
To implement restrictions on the parking bays across the road from the Shopping Parade.

Remove from the programme and not proceed as scheme as it will negatively affect residents ability to park for longer periods, and the negative comments received during the informal consultation are likely to be replicated duing the statutory consultation process. 
9. North Approach-Briar Road junction (Stanborough Ward)
To introduce no loading at any time restrictions over the existing no waiting at any time restrictions
Proceed to statutory consultation

10. Sheepcot Drive (Stanborough Ward)
To extend the existing No waiting At Any Time restrictions on Sheepcot Drive from the junction
Proceed to statutory consultation

11. Munden Grove/ Balmoral Road junction

(Tudor Ward)

To extend the existing no waiting at any time restrictions on Munden Grove from the junction
Proceed to statutory consultation
12. Hill Farm Close (Woodside Ward)

To introduce no waiting at any time restrictions on Hill Farm Close from its junction with Hill Farm Avenue

Proceed to statutory consultation

13. Avon Close/Severn Way junction (Woodside Ward)
To introduce no waiting at any time restrictions at the junction
Proceed to statutory consultation
14. Farmers Close (Woodside Ward)

To introduce no waiting at any time restrictions around the circular/bulbous end of the turning circle on the cul-de-sac
Proceed to statutory consultation

15. 42 Haines Way (Woodside Ward)

To introduce No waiting at any time restrictions
Proceed to statutory consultation
As can be seen from Table 1, majority of the schemes are based around the implementation/extension of No Waiting at Any Time proposals, whilst 2 schemes (North Approach/ Brair Road junction and North Watford Cemetery) include the introduction of no loading at any time restrictions. One of the schemes (Balmoral Road) involves the ‘downgrade’ of double yellow line restrictions to a single yellow line. The amendments will be advertised in the following TROs:

	Watford Borough Council has been given delegated authority to make traffic regulation orders and implement proposals to manage parking on public highways and other roads, pursuant to arrangements made under Section 19 of the Local Government Act 2000 and the Local Government (Arrangement for discharge of Functions) (England) Regulations 2012 with Hertfordshire County Council, and is exercising the powers conferred on it under Section 1, 2 ,3 and 4 of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984 (which said Act of 1984 is hereinafter referred to as “the 1984 Act”) and of all other enabling powers.

	The schemes proposed aim to improve road safety and amenity for vehicles and pedestrians, thus paying regard to the council’s duty according to the Equality Act 2010 as set out below.
